Individual Report – Jungian Type Indicator


This report is designed to help you understand your results on the Jungian Type Indicator (JTI). Personality profiles outline the way that different sorts of people process information, make decisions, and view the world.
The JTI is based on the work of Carl Jung, and his concepts of the central characteristics which can be used to describe the similarities and differences between personality types. By using self-report preferences on a range of everyday activities and feelings, the JTI provides some clarity around your strengths and weaknesses and your preferred thinking and feeling styles.
When reading the report, please keep the following points in mind:
· The JTI is not a test. It describes different personalities. It does not tell you how you ‘should’ be.
· There are no ‘good’ or ‘bad’ personality types in JTI, nor are there ‘right’ or ‘wrong’ answers.
· All types are valuable and people of all types exist and function in all kinds of roles in society.
· The way that you have answered shows your cognitive preferences. It does not mean you are limited to one side of the coin. Somebody who values ‘Thinking’ still naturally has an ethical code and acts on it – they just prefer to use Thinking rather than Feeling to make decisions when possible.
· Many things can influence your JTI score, including your mood and mindset when filling it out. Domestic or work stress, illness or worry can all influence the way you answer the questions.
· Your results do not show how mature or how talented you are. They show how strong your preferences are for different cognitive styles.
Four Basic Preferences


Your result contains four separate measures. Each measure is a dichotomy, that is, it presents you with one of two choices. Your preference on each measure, according to Jungian personality theory, helps to explain how you observe the world, what you notice, and how you interpret what you see. The four measures are as follows:

Extraversion versus Introversion (E-I)

This measure describes where you focus your attention and reflects whether you are an extravert or an introvert. Extraverts spend their time out in the world. They focus their perception and judgement on people and objects. They draw energy from spending time with other people. Introverts spend their time inside their heads. They focus their perception and judgement on concepts and ideas. They often need time alone to ‘recharge’.
Sensing versus Intuiting (S-N)

This measure looks at perception: it describes how you absorb information about the world. People who have a Sensing preference rely first and foremost on the real world as they see and hear it. They rely on observation. People who have an Intuiting preference are more likely to rely on meanings, concepts and connections which are made in the unconscious or subconscious mind.
Thinking versus Feeling (T-F)

This measure looks at judgement: it describes your decision-making process. People with a Thinking preference are more likely to look at the facts and make a logical, rational decision which fits the situation. People with a Feeling preference look at the human element and consider the ethical side of a question when making their decision.
Judging versus Perceiving (J-P)

This measure describes the way that you deal with the information that you absorb about the outside world. A person with a Judging preference is more likely to use their Thinking / Feeling processes to make sense of the outside world. A person with a Perceiving preference is more likely to use their Sensing / Intuiting processes to make sense of the outside world.
The 16 Types 

The result you receive after completing the JTI gives you a score on each of the four measures which shows which choice you prefer in each case. With two options per measure this gives sixteen different possible combinations – the sixteen types. Each type is referred to by the unique combinations which form it.

For instance, a person might score Extraverted, Sensing, Thinking, Judging. This is abbreviated to ESTJ, which is their personality type. Each type has its own strengths, weaknesses, and blind spots.
Jung’s theory suggests certain relationships between the preferences. Each type has a dominant process and an accompanying auxiliary process. Each type also characteristically uses these processes in Introverted or Extraverted attitudes. The particularly personality of each type is formed by the interaction of these processes. The sixteen possible personality types in JTI are displayed below.

Portrait of an ENTP
The Visionary

The ENTP is a very excitable type, absorbing information and becoming very much involved with the atmosphere of the social environment. Their dominant thought process is extroverted intuition, which accounts for their ability to process what is going on very quickly. This is backed up by strong internal logic. The combination puts the ENTP at a distinct advantage, making them quick-thinking and accurate, with the ability to focus on details others might miss.

The ENTP has a very deep understanding of fluctuations in both people and the environment and will often use this to give an advantage. They can easily manipulate the environment and the people in it and are able to accurately predict what could happen. They achieve this by being able to deduce all possible outcomes and always having a back-up plan.

Remarkable People Produce Remarkable Solutions

The ENTP is very good at problem solving, more often than not coming up with ideas that nobody would have even dreamed of. This is why the ENTP is often referred to as 'The Visionary'. They can see can see around corners, so to speak, thinking of every possibility and throwing them around until one sticks. The ENTP likes to discuss ideas with others, and is energized by other people's input. The ENTP is a believer that many great minds working together helps produce remarkable results.

ENTPs love trying new things, quickly moving from one project to the next. They'll learn everything they can about a subject, and be extremely enthusiastic in their studies. Not only are they enthusiastic themselves, but they'll often try to get everybody around them involved as well. They believe that excitement should be spread and they enjoy the support they then receive to fulfil their vision. 

Eccentric and Erudite


ENTPs find that by studying many lots of different subjects they learn things others would consider perhaps a little kooky. The ENTP believes all information is useful and valuable. Consequently, ENTPs are seen as eccentrics because of their vast knowledge across many different areas. They can always keep up in the conversation because they more than likely know something about whatever their conversation partner is discussing.

The Chronic Dabbler


The wide interests of the ENTP can mean that they are often ‘jack of all trades, master of none’. They get so enthusiastic about all of their interests that they are more likely to move onto the next subject rather than master one they’ve already studied.

Trouble Making Ideas Real

The ENTP who isn't grounded will not always follow through with their plans; this is another reason why it's good for them to share their enthusiasm with others. They will help put the ENTP’s plans into motion by doing all the decision-making and getting the show on the road. 

The ENTP lives in the world of ideas more than the world of decisions and processes. That said, when they do come to a conclusion it will often be quite decisive and ground-breaking. The ENTP is a visionary, extremely inventive and very enterprising. ENTPs live to see their ideas become reality.

Sociable, Persuasive and Passionate

ENTPs usually have an excellent grasp of language. Combined with their quick thinking, this makes them great conversationalists. They love meeting new people and get very excited when it comes to information exchanges. Any opportunity to meet somebody is an opportunity to learn something new. Because the ENTP has such a good grasp of their world, they are easily able to convince people and bring them over to the ENTP’s perspective. The ENTP will often enjoy getting into debates for the sake of it, and will often argue about things they are not necessarily passionate about, but will do it nonetheless for the sheer enjoyment of it. They still may feel a little anxious and often speak more abruptly and passionately than they intend.

Rational Decision-Makers


ENTPs will make decisions based on facts, often not taking into account the emotions of those around them. They will make a decision that is objective and produce the best result for the current situation, having already weighed up all the possibilities. This at times can be perceived as 'unethical' by those around them because they appear to isolate those closest. The reality is that the ENTP is more interested in 'the greater good'. They take a big picture view even if it means making hard decisions. They realise that whilst the immediate outcome might be painful, the overall outcome will be more beneficial. 

Unintentionally Harsh


One problem with an overly rational approach is that the underdeveloped ENTP often fails to take the feelings of another person into consideration and will give quite harsh criticism. They see their comments as objective feedback and don’t realise they can be taken personally. 

An underdeveloped ENTP will often neglect to take input from other people and may at times feel 'attacked' and 'confined' by those around him, feeling like people are trying to box them in. They may lash out and be quite aggressive and harsh.

ENTP Relationships
ENTPs are often pranksters, enjoying making the most out of any situation and having an all-round good time. They are often very laid back and can be seen telling those around them that they take life too seriously. The ENTP can also be quite silly and enjoys getting a reaction out of those that are close by.

ENTPs love arguing with those around them just for the sake of a good debate. They enjoy discussing all kinds of theories which interest their audience but are also very happy to learn from their peers and share knowledge. Through information exchange the ENTP feels bonded with those around them.

Fickle and Difficult to Read

The ENTP, being a wordsmith, can be rather charming to those around them and can almost always project what they want their intended audience to hear. The downfall for this is that many people do not know when the ENTP is being really sincere and this can lead to suspicion of underlying motives.

ENTPs quickly get excited by new people and the potential ideas that they bring but may quickly get side tracked by newer and more exciting projects that are in the air. This can often leave people confused and scratching their heads where they went wrong. Though the ENTP may get temporarily distracted he quite often goes back and forwards to the original idea never really ‘forgetting’ its potential.

· A tendency towards arrogance.

· Can upset those around them by constantly questioning them and probing for more information.

· Not always recognising boundaries.
ENTPs as Lovers

The ENTP needs a lover who can keep up with him, who will follow him on his adventures and help him make his dreams become a reality. Their partners need to understand that the ENTP is constantly looking for growth and improvement within the relationship.

Due to the enthusiasm that the ENTP displays when chasing ideas they may often get distracted or never follow through and can unfortunately at times make the other feel like the ENTP is unreliable or just doesn’t care. This is why the ENTP does best with a partner this is willing to push them to finish things off and stick to their plans.

Reckless

Due to their (sometimes) poor money management, the ENTP needs a partner who will be able to put their foot down when they feel the ENTP is being a little bit reckless. The ENTP also needs to understand that ENTP nature is to often take wild risks and push their body and minds to new limits in order for them to feel as though they are truly living. This can make partners feel a little uncomfortable or unsettled. Though the ENTP doesn’t need their partner to do exactly as they do they at least need to have the freedom to pursue their interests. 
Creative and Enthusiastic Loving

Sexually the ENTP is very creative and very enthusiastic when it comes to pleasing himself as well as his lover. They have a balanced approach as both instinctual as well as willing to read books on how to be a better lover. They are always searching for new ways to be creative and exciting. Intimacy is always regarded as a lot of fun for the ENTP. The ENTP also needs spontaneity in their love making and intimate play otherwise their mood will generally be cut off. Reminders of daily tasks, chores, and schedules will immediately put them out of the mood. ENTPs are likely to focus more on the physical aspect of intimacy and expressing affection that way instead of setting the mood and emotional impact. The ENTP is also very attentive to their lover and will watch for sudden changes, quickly adapting to figure out what works best.
A good summary of an ENTP lover is ‘Will try anything once… or twice for good measure.’

Oblivious to Feelings

The ENTP can be very childlike in relationships and not always be aware of what the other people is feeling, focusing more on what the person says and less on their emotional space. They may inadvertently have a tendency to put their partners second to new and exciting projects often shutting themselves away into an office and focusing on that, or jet setting off across the country with only a moment’s notice. 

Bad at Handling Conflict

ENTPs may not respond well to people being overly emotional and irrational when it comes to dealing with conflict. The best way for their partner is to remain calm and explain to them in a clear and precise manner what the issue is. The ENTP will then respond in a manner where they can seek to fix any problems. The ENTP will see this as a challenge and want a positive outcome if possible. Though if the person does not respond this way the ENTP can at times behave quite nasty or just shut the person out completely.
The ENTP as a parent

The ENTP in many respects is a big kid himself. He will be enthusiastic in everything their beloved child wants to try. They will turn just about anything into a learning experience and will encourage growth within the child. The ENTP will also be very hands-on in the learning experience and will not be afraid of looking silly and getting a bit dirty.
The ENTP will often be more like a peer to their child then an authoritative figure. Their children will feel comfortable talking to them about any of the issues that plague them and will feel that they are not being judged. However the downfall to this is that the child may then often try to push boundaries and discipline at times can be difficult when necessary.

Absent-Minded Parents

One of the big pitfalls of the ENTP as a parent is that they can be inconsistent when it comes to spending time with their child. Sometimes they forget about the need for interaction and can get caught up with projects or lost in their own world of thought. 
The ENTP as a Friend
Due to the ENTP being an intuitive type they are able to often grasp what makes other people tick. With this ability they are often able to ‘predict’ people’s behaviour and adjust accordingly.

The ENTP is very flexible when it comes to friendships, and is very easy-going. They have a tendency to get along with most types and place high importance on interacting with others.

The ENTP will surround themselves with people that they perceive as ‘ideas’ people and are often attracted to eccentricity. They like to surround themselves with people who are intellectually stimulating and successful with their lives. The ENTP feels that they can ‘absorb’ the success of those around them as well as their ideas and energy. The ENTP needs other people around to help make ideas into reality, as ENTPs often lack their own drive and need those around them who are more single-minded to follow through. 

Friends of High Calibre

The ENTP likes people who are intellectually driven and will respond well to a good old fashioned debate. The ENTP can then decide whether or not this person is of good value often in how they react to him. The ENTP holds his friends in high regard and can be quite aristocratic.  The ENTP often regards those of his friends to be the ‘best of their field’ and will chase after those who will help him further himself.

The ENTP can be highly competitive with those around them and will often believe that they are right. This can give off an air of arrogance. If left unchecked this can result in social misunderstandings. The ENTP often also has problems sympathizing with those around them and can be confused when somebody has reacted negatively towards them.
What does success mean to an ENTP?

The ENTP is always looking out for new possibilities and generating them from the smallest and most arbitrary beginnings. They get a thrill from sudden experiences and view life as a game of chance, never knowing what is lurking behind the corner. They have a strong desire to make new opportunities and will often find them where other types will have failed to look. 

Make Everything New (and Let Everyone Know)
The ENTP loves to take outdated systems and revitalize them, changing them until they’re almost unrecognisable. The ENTP is always seeking to change the old and worn and make it new, shiny, and practical. 
The ENTP doesn’t like to keep successes private, and will always be the first to show them off to friends, hoping to help and enrich their lives. 

Live Outside the Box

Conservative, sameness, and dullness in life can cause depression in the life of an ENTP. The ENTP needs constant change, and will become loathsome to those that force them into a box of routine.
ENTPs will measure their success by a sudden moment of realisation. They will feel a lot of satisfaction when they see a blank slate, an open road, or new challenge presented to them where they can stretch their wildest imaginations and set about their new adventures. The ENTP will ponder back over their achievements thinking of those they met along the way, the problems and obstacles they encountered, and all the gifts of knowledge they acquired. The journey is the most important aspect of the final outcome for the ENTP, the experience of life itself.
The Eccentric Genius

Due to the ENTP’s desire to follow a unique path, the ENTP can be viewed as rather eccentric. The ENTP strives to be 10 steps ahead of those around him, often being the one to create trends (both good and bad).

ENTPs are the entrepreneurs of society, often coming up with brand new ideas. Sometimes seemingly a little bit ‘zany’ or ‘wacky’. They like to constantly re-invent their world and discover hidden meanings in the patterns around them. The ENTP will be happiest in a situation where they are free to explore these avenues and not be confined to the 9 to 5 hustle and bustle of life. ENTPs, despite being extroverted, need a lot of space to escape so they can dream up all the possibilities that lay ahead. The ENTP lives both in the moment and for the future. When a lot of decisions need to be made, the ENTP can struggle because their head will fill with billions of possible variables and outcomes, and they won’t feel comfortable committing to any particular choice.

Allowing your ENTP Strengths to flourish

As an ENTP, your gifts and strengths are unique and specific to your personality typing. You can develop your gifts and strengths by recognising them and will make you feel more comfortable about your place in the world and more comfortable in your own skin.

ENTPs should embrace the following characteristics that are seen as strengths within themselves:

· Ability to quickly give solutions and answers to just about any topic of interest.

· Can play the Devil’s Advocate and see many different points of view.

· The ability to see the connection and aspects of an event that many people are unaware of.

· Being able to come up with solutions that many other people would not think about.

· Having the energy to be able to juggle many projects at once.

· Being able to hold their own in an argument or conversation.

· Quickly being able to see the best in people and their true potential.

ENTPs that have developed their logical thinking side of them will often have the following gifts:
· The ability to solve problems that do not have an obvious solution.

· Being able to make a workable system from humble new beginnings.

· Knowing how to reassure those of their potentials when they see things as bleak.
· Potential for being good at creative writing, visual and performing arts.

· Knowing which changes will be the best in order to make the most of a situation.

Potential Problem Areas
With every strength there will always be weaknesses to balance out the personality. There is no such thing as good without bad just as there is no easy without difficult. For us to grow as individuals we must understand and recognise our weaknesses.

Some of the potential problem areas are as follows:

· Not heeding warnings from others because they ‘knew better’ or were too smart for their own good

· Quickly getting frustrated when things don’t get done the way they were inside their head and becoming disheartened by small setbacks.

· Lack of sensitivity to those around them that may need emotional support and reassurance.

· A tendency to see those that are detail-orientated and meticulous as time wasters.

· Arrogance towards those they deem unable to have the vision that they themselves possess.

· Inability to calmly work through the details of a project without rushing about to get it done.
· An inability to see the emotional impact of their projects and schemes on those not directly involved.

· Inability to stay with something when its full potential has been used, quickly seeing it as outdated and moving on.
Explanation of Problems

Most of the problems that occur for the ENTP are due to their obsession with their Extroverted iNtuition. They make leaps and bounds everywhere from one thought to the other without often having a grounded thinking process to keep them on track. Everything around them is brimming with energy and new potential, so who can blame them if they are distracted? There is always something new and exciting for them to take on.
This can have social, financial, and personal consequences as they are in danger of leaping over people and not thinking of the outcome because they are stuck in the moment. Extroverted iNtuition does not focus at all on the smaller and important details and things will be over looked. 

Overlooking the Impact

With Extroverted iNtuition being the dominant cognitive function, a solid thinking process is not in place which can cause implications in terms of recognising ethical situations where care needs to be taken. Feelings of others are not generally taken into account and the bigger picture takes precedence. The ‘feeling’ function is underdeveloped.

The ENTP will not deliberately be hurtful, they just are not aware of the effects of their actions and sometimes do not understand their own feelings.

The ENTP sees feelings in a ‘global sense’ and will act for ‘the greater good’ not seeing the finer details of the aspects of emotion. People can feel neglected that their feelings are dealt with on a not so personal level and more from a theoretical point of view.
Losing the Big Picture

Another problem arises when the ENTP is stuck in a situation where he is locked into a small ‘mental space’ whether it be work or a relationship. Their intuition needs to be able to move in a lot of space but when confined it will tune itself down to adapt to the situation and come up with many possibilities for the mundane things in life. This causes the ENTP to start concentrating on small and finer details and extrapolating ideas and situations from which could occur becoming ever increasingly paranoid and frustrated.
Solutions
The ENTP needs to slow down and start to focus a bit more on the finer details, carefully analysing their information before jumping to conclusions.

By slowing down and carefully sussing out the situation they slowly eliminate possibilities that are unlikely to unfold and can narrow in on a more sustainable solution that could last a long time.

Accept Others As They Are (Even If They’re Boring)
The ENTP will also need to recognise that the paths others choose to take are valid choices even if the ENTP wouldn’t take them. After all, the ENTP needs people around who crave routine and are narrow-minded – they get the work done. Not everybody can be the creative genius. The ENTP must become aware of the needs of others. Not everybody is able to dismiss things that are of discomfort and people can be easily hurt. 

Understand Others’ Feelings Better

By asking questions of those around them why they feel a certain way or why they choose to do things they way they do them, the ENTP will understand and appreciate them more. If done in an objective and accepting manner, the ENTP gains a higher knowledge of the world around him.

Understand Your Own Motivation

The ENTP will also need to recognise why they are following a certain idea. What is missing from their life? What is their motivation? Will the project be worthwhile in the end and will anybody be hurt in the process? By slowing things down a bit and looking carefully at the situation the ENTP can then decide if the new adventure is really worth the risk.
