Individual Report – Jungian Type Indicator


This report is designed to help you understand your results on the Jungian Type Indicator (JTI). Personality profiles outline the way that different sorts of people process information, make decisions, and view the world.
The JTI is based on the work of Carl Jung, and his concepts of the central characteristics which can be used to describe the similarities and differences between personality types. By using self-report preferences on a range of everyday activities and feelings, the JTI provides some clarity around your strengths and weaknesses and your preferred thinking and feeling styles.
When reading the report, please keep the following points in mind:
· The JTI is not a test. It describes different personalities. It does not tell you how you ‘should’ be.
· There are no ‘good’ or ‘bad’ personality types in JTI, nor are there ‘right’ or ‘wrong’ answers.
· All types are valuable and people of all types exist and function in all kinds of roles in society.
· The way that you have answered shows your cognitive preferences. It does not mean you are limited to one side of the coin. Somebody who values ‘Thinking’ still naturally has an ethical code and acts on it – they just prefer to use Thinking rather than Feeling to make decisions when possible.
· Many things can influence your JTI score, including your mood and mindset when filling it out. Domestic or work stress, illness or worry can all influence the way you answer the questions.
· Your results do not show how mature or how talented you are. They show how strong your preferences are for different cognitive styles.
Four Basic Preferences


Your result contains four separate measures. Each measure is a dichotomy, that is, it presents you with one of two choices. Your preference on each measure, according to Jungian personality theory, helps to explain how you observe the world, what you notice, and how you interpret what you see. The four measures are as follows:

Extraversion versus Introversion (E-I)

This measure describes where you focus your attention and reflects whether you are an extravert or an introvert. Extraverts spend their time out in the world. They focus their perception and judgement on people and objects. They draw energy from spending time with other people. Introverts spend their time inside their heads. They focus their perception and judgement on concepts and ideas. They often need time alone to ‘recharge’.
Sensing versus Intuiting (S-N)

This measure looks at perception: it describes how you absorb information about the world. People who have a Sensing preference rely first and foremost on the real world as they see and hear it. They rely on observation. People who have an Intuiting preference are more likely to rely on meanings, concepts and connections which are made in the unconscious or subconscious mind.
Thinking versus Feeling (T-F)

This measure looks at judgement: it describes your decision-making process. People with a Thinking preference are more likely to look at the facts and make a logical, rational decision which fits the situation. People with a Feeling preference look at the human element and consider the ethical side of a question when making their decision.
Judging versus Perceiving (J-P)

This measure describes the way that you deal with the information that you absorb about the outside world. A person with a Judging preference is more likely to use their Thinking / Feeling processes to make sense of the outside world. A person with a Perceiving preference is more likely to use their Sensing / Intuiting processes to make sense of the outside world.
The 16 Types 

The result you receive after completing the JTI gives you a score on each of the four measures which shows which choice you prefer in each case. With two options per measure this gives sixteen different possible combinations – the sixteen types. Each type is referred to by the unique combinations which form it.

For instance, a person might score Extraverted, Sensing, Thinking, Judging. This is abbreviated to ESTJ, which is their personality type. Each type has its own strengths, weaknesses, and blind spots.
Jung’s theory suggests certain relationships between the preferences. Each type has a dominant process and an accompanying auxiliary process. Each type also characteristically uses these processes in Introverted or Extraverted attitudes. The particularly personality of each type is formed by the interaction of these processes. The sixteen possible personality types in JTI are displayed below.

The Thinker

As an INTP your primary way of looking at the world is by focusing internally where you deal with things by being rational and logical. Your secondary way of looking at the world is by filtering it with your intuition.

INTPs live inside their head and are often stereotyped as the ‘absent-minded professor’. They live in a world of theory where anything is possible, and everything around them is a subject which can be taken apart, analysed and improved. The INTP is forever the student seeking to clarify their knowledge on the mechanics of how things work, finding patterns and forever looking to build their intense fortress of knowledge which they have stored in their brilliant minds. They value intelligence and knowledge above everything else and strive to apply logic to theories to find solutions. They are often driven to come up with theories and applying logical explanations, which is why they are thought to live mostly in their heads. INTPs feel that they have a personal duty to contribute to the advancement of knowledge and problem solving which will help society reach higher and better understandings of the universe.
The Search for Knowledge

INTPs value intelligence and knowledge above everything else. Their minds never switch off, always tinkering away at generating new and brilliant ideas and solutions to problems. They approach all new information with analytical scepticism, ignoring all previous existing rules and opinions on the subject. They will come up with logical explanations and patterns for everything that piques their interest. They will block out the external work when trying to reach a resolution whilst still taking an objective and critical approach. They are usually extremely bright and have the highest percentage of geniuses.

Theories, Ideas, Daydreams

INTPs love discussing new ideas with other people, becoming very enthusiastic and almost bubbly. At other times they can appear ‘far off’ and in a sort of dreamy state where they are no doubt stewing over complex theoretical solution in their mind. INTPs love abstract theories and are much better suited to developing the solutions by themselves and getting somebody else to implement their ideas for them. The energy that the INTP uses to think up all the solutions makes it more difficult for him or her to redirect it into action.
Initially Reserved, Inwardly Bubbly

INTPs can be very shy when it comes to meeting new acquaintances and prefer more often than not to be approached rather than making the initial approach. However, once they are comfortable with their peers they become a lot more enthusiastic and will happily chat away for hours with confidence about ideas and theories that they have been stewing over in their heads.  

Accepting and Tolerant

The INTP does not wish to lead or dominate people. They do not seek control in any way and hope that others will feel the same. They are open-minded and tolerant of other people’s habits, quirks, and mindsets. However if somebody were to try to put their thumb down on them, the INTP would become rigid and obstinate. 

The Greater Good

INTPs do not give great value or understanding to making decisions or coming up with solutions based on feelings or personal subjectivity. Often it is commented that the INTP will see no relevance into taking account emotional considerations for decision making. This is the reason that a lot of INTPs will struggle with human interconnections and bonding, feeling like that are completely out of tune with the people around them.
Difficulty Making People Feel Valued

Due to having not developed their feeling function in order to compensate for their incredible skill for thinking the INTP can have problems when it comes to relating to other people and showing warmth and compassion. The INTP can at times appear quite sarcastic and cynical to others and will often be quite critical. This is also part of the reason the INTP may have some problems when it comes to socializing. The INTP is no stranger when it comes to social rebellion either, as they have weakened sense of belonging and can feel a need to really stick out or be seen as a black sheep. This can at times interfere with their creative potential and hold them back from being able to achieve great things. Alternatively it gives them an opportunity to see things from a different perspective from everybody else and allows change to happen.

Fast-Moving Thought Processes
Bringing an idea across in a matter that is accurate and succinct is extremely important to the INTP. Quite often they will believe their ideas to be absolute truth and can get quite irritable when somebody challenges or questions their methodology. The INTP thought process is not easily understood by other people and they may find it very difficult to keep up. The INTP may or may not then break their ideas down into a more palatable format depending on how much value they see in the other person. The INTP has a tendency to abandon projects as soon as they’ve finished working it out in their head, or as soon as they’ve got what they wanted out of it, which can make the INTP look somewhat lazy. The materialization of a project does not matter as much as the process to the INTP. An important thing for an INTP to remember is that no matter how great your discovery or idea is, it means very little at the end of the day if you are the only person that understands it.
Unconventional Pioneer

The INTP cares very little for traditional goals such as gaining popularity or creating the foundations of security. The INTP could be described as independent, original, and at times unconventional. They are complex characters that are often fidgety and restless and can get easily overwhelmed by their thoughts. Due to their unconventional style of thinking the INTP is quite ingenious, and consequently is often responsible for amazing new discoveries and inventions.
The INTP is the pioneer of society as long as they are able to work in an environment where there is minimum stress and they can work independently. If an INTP is able to utilize their talents to their fullest capacity they can accomplish truly remarkable things.

INTP Relationships

Inside the mind of the INTP is an exciting world full of wonders and possibilities. They have rich imaginations which can cause reality to pale in comparison. The INTP will often escape the outside world and turn inside, where they will be safe from any harm and where they feel secure. Due to their habit of living inside their heads, many INTPs can lack motivation in maintaining relationships.

INTPs in general do not have a large social network. Even fewer of those that they are involved with will have a personal relationship with them. The INTP can be almost impenetrable and difficult for others to get to know. The INTP doesn’t generally offer personal information and this can make it difficult when first getting to know them. They also lack any interest in what they consider idle topics of conversation or ‘small talk’.
Cherished Intellectual Connections

The INTP prefers to socialize with those who they hold in high esteem. They want intellectual friends so that they can discuss ideas, philosophy and the mechanics of the universe in depth. They want peers who can keep up with them and add new viewpoints to the conversation. INTPs put intelligence at the top of the list of what they are looking for in a peer.

Faithful but Able to Walk Away

The INTP in a romantic relationship is normally very committed and faithful. They are not into playing games and will get straight to the point of what it is they are actually looking for. They are unlikely to cheat as their mind has more important things to think about instead of looking for other potential mates. However if an INTP feels that a relationship is not working out they will have no problem about dropping it and not looking back.

· Fertile imagination and great potential for creativity

· Suspicious and distrusting of their peers

· Can get overwhelmed when beginning or leaving  relationships

· Devaluing people by ignoring conflict or blowing up in rage.

INTPs as Lovers
INTPs will approach the relationship in a serious manner as they do with most things in life. They may not be the most assertive person when it comes to courtship but they will not be into mind games either. The INTP is quite an easy-going and relaxed partner who is adverse to any external dramas, so they prefer a slower-paced atmosphere. They are not overly demanding of their partners and will be uncomplicated in nature. The reason that the INTP prefers a more peaceful external world is so that he or she may put their energy towards more important things.
Joyful Idealised Connections

Despite taking a serious approach to relationships the INTP is still very enthusiastic and excited about having made a connection with another person. The INTP has a vivid imagination which makes them very creative partners that enjoy coming up with different ways of surprising you. However sometimes they may build up quite a fantasy in their minds of their relationship and can become rather shocked when they are faced with reality.

Generous and Enthusiastic Lovers

Many INTPs will play down their need for romance and sexual intercourse in their lives but the majority will use their creativity to come up with many ways to please their lover. The INTP approaches intimacy enthusiastically and with great excitement wanting very much to experience the moment. The INTP may have problems expressing exactly how much they are enjoying the moment and the intensity may not be as apparent to their partner.

Stuck Inside Your Own Head

Due to the INTP’s thinking style they may have problems recognising the needs of their partner. They are slow to react to emotional outbursts and more often than not can even comprehend what is going on in the other person. Even if the INTP is very deeply in love with their partner they still may not be able to express themselves fully because quite often they themselves can be unsure what it is that they are exactly feeling. When the INTP does express themselves it needs to be done in their own time rather than being pushed by their partners. This can cause problems when the INTP isn’t responding to their partner’s emotional needs straight away. The INTP needs to work on being able to understand their partner more and learn to give a lot of positive affirmations so that they feel loved.

Aversion to Drama

INTPs do not like being in a dramatic environment so they prefer to be in situations where everything is already laid in a straight forward and uncomplicated manner. They do not deal well with interpersonal conflict and will often be in the habit of ‘sweeping it under the carpet’. The INTP will often ignore the conflict, completely change the subject, or will shut down into their own minds. However if they feel that they need to address it they will approach it from an analytical and logical perspective putting aside emotions. This can cause the situation to escalate as the partner may feel that the INTP is not also emotionally involved or that they do not care about their personal feelings. If an INTP has a partner who has a more feeling preference they may need to learn to give more positive affirmations and support when their partner is upset.

INTPs as Parents

INTPs have a strong love of knowledge and intelligence and respect it above all else. They wish to pass on their thoughts to their children and dream that their children will have their love for knowledge. The INTP parent wishes for their child to be able to grow up into mature, independent, rational adults.

The INTP parent will raise their child in a manner that gives the child a lot of freedom and autonomy. They do not wish to have cookie-cutter children that will necessarily be accepted by society. They do not believe in the preconceived mould that most people want their children to be like, instead they wish them to be individuals with their own opinions. Children with an INTP parent will have their voice heard and their opinions taken into consideration.

Disorganised but Fun-Loving

INTPs are relatively unstructured in their day to day life and this will transcend into their parenting style. The INTP is quite hands off with their children when it comes to routine and day to day needs such as getting the kids to school on time and making sure their homework is done. The INTP wants their child to be independent and be able to come up with their own routine. The INTP will often rely on their partner to be more in charge of making the environment more structured and will often be more of a peer to their child and less of an authoritarian. If the INTP is not partnered with somebody who has a Judging preference then the child may suffer from not having set boundaries and this is something the INTP should pay special attention to.

INTPs get a lot of fun out of being parents and enjoy time spent with their children very much. They are very loyal parents and will be very enthusiastic about what their children bring into the relationship. Despite INTPs being relatively unstructured they put a lot of effort into raising their children and providing them with all the necessary skills needed to become bright and independent individuals.  

Teacher and Inspiration

The INTP will often take on a role as an educator for their child and will get a lot of enjoyment out of it. They wish to bestow upon their children a wealth of knowledge. Structured knowledge isn’t as important and more emphasis is placed upon the ideas and creations generated. 

Difficulty Reading Emotional Cues

The INTP may struggle to meet their children’s emotional needs as they themselves are not too good at understanding their own needs. This however does not mean that they are not caring or supportive they just have problems picking up on emotional cues. This can lead to their children potentially having attention-seeking outbursts to grab the attention of their parent. If an INTP is in this situation it is recommended that they learn to express themselves more to their children and place more attention on emotional needs. This should vastly improve the relationship between parent and child. 

A child of an INTP parent will look back and see them as supportive, caring, loyal, affectionate, fair, and always respectful. They will know they are loved despite their parent not always openly showing it.

INTPs as Friends
INTPs are generally very selective as to who they choose as friends. They can give off an air of exclusivity with whom they wish to become close to and socialize with. Since INTPs are very interested in theoretical and abstract thought it is unlikely that they will want to socialize with those who have a Sensing preference and may become very impatient with them. The INTP may even appear quite put off by them and see them as incapable of understanding their thinking process.  

INTPs also prefer drama-free friendships which are very straight forward and intellectual. They prefer social environments where there is free discussion of theories with little interruption. If they are not given this opportunity they will often decline socializing altogether.

What does Success mean to the INTP?
INTPs are universal thinkers who see that everything is interconnected. They are forever seeking out more and more knowledge, never feeling quite satisfied with the amount they have. Learning is their utmost priority. The INTP needs to find the absolute truth in everything and will never cease to be a student of the universe. The INTP is a sponge that is constantly absorbing information and they love pulling it apart and putting it together. With this information they try to see the core of the idea or principle of any and every subject that interests them. Truth is so important to the INTP as thus the INTP is very picky when it comes to how information is presented. Truth must be easily understood, it must be accurate, and it must be presented in a way that is undeniable. INTPs expect this of themselves and hold their peers up to this standard as well. They demand that knowledge is expressed in a way that is most precise and this can make very good educational writers.
Abstract Strategic Mastery

The INTP has an extraordinarily brilliant mind which easily understands metaphysical principles, facts and logic. The INTP will get a lot of enjoyment out of games that demand mental acuity. A lot of INTPs will enjoy activities like chess, time based IQ tests, and video games which require them to use spatial reasoning and make quick logic based actions. Unlike the ISTP, the INTP does not necessarily need to make thoughts real but is instead happy to keep it theoretical.

Discover (and Share) Profound Truths

 The INTP is happiest when they can creatively use their logic to uncover truths about the universe. In being able to do this they feel secure in their place in the world and feel more comfortable about themselves. Although they have simple needs when it comes to relationships with others they do need to be around extroverts who can keep them out of their heads and stop them from being lonely. The isolated INTP will feel miserable as the need to express their discoveries is great and they need external interaction to exercise their minds.

Allowing your INTP Strengths to Flourish
As an INTP your gifts and strengths are unique and specific to your personality typing. You can develop your gifts and strengths by recognising them and this will make you feel more comfortable about your place in the world and more comfortable in your own skin.

INTPs should embrace the following characteristics that are seen as strengths within themselves:

· They are enjoyable to live with as they are not over-demanding

· They are able to quickly grasp new concepts

· They are intelligent and apt problem solvers

· They have a good sense of humour and can be very jovial
· Their need for precise communication makes sure that information is accurately laid out

· INTPs are able to zone in on their work blocking out the external world and mastering whatever subject they tackle often becoming experts in their field.

INTPs that have developed their Extraverted Intuition side of them will often have the following gifts:

· Will use their intelligence to potentially make ground breaking discoveries.

· Understanding their environment they have the ability to make brilliant athletes

· Ability to communicate more concisely their ideas compared to the regular INTP

· Understand the emotional needs of their relationships enabling them to nurture and support them

· See beyond the logic of principles 

· Will be more acceptable to their peers and have a more attractive personality.

Potential Problem Areas

With every strength there will always be weaknesses to balance out the personality. There is no such thing as good without bad just as there is no easy without difficult. For us to grow as individuals we must understand and recognise our weaknesses.

Some of the potential problem areas are as follows:

· When under stress may have inappropriate outbursts

· If  the relationship becomes too complicated the INTP may dismiss it entirely

· May get stuck in a rut not wanting to try new things

· May reject things that they do not perceive as logical

· Rejection of people who are not on the same wavelength as themselves

· At times can be insulting to others unintentionally
· May live as though they are hermits

· Can be prone to paranoia 

· Unaware of the damage the may cause to people’s feelings

· Unable to express their inner world to others

· May not be able to comprehend the communication style that others would prefer to use in particular in close intimate relationships which can cause problems in the bonding stage.
· May have issues with understanding basic social concepts i.e. dress and general behaviour.

Explanation of Problems

The problems discussed previously have to do with how the INTP views the world. The INTP uses Introverted Thinking as their dominant function and Extraverted Intuition as their auxiliary function. Problems arise when the INTP falls into the habit of focusing too much on their primary function. This is fairly common and easy to do but it can be fixed with a little bit of work.
Absent-Minded
When an INTP uses too much introverted thinking they close off the world around them and focus primarily on their thoughts. They get lost in their own minds mapping out different logical patterns. They go over and over their thoughts and may find it hard to face reality. 

The INTP can be at times so lost in their own thoughts that they lose track of time. They may forget about feeding themselves or washing or looking after their basic needs. The INTP may have a hard time adjusting to social life as they may not recognize how they are behaving. They may also not be aware of how their actions and words affect other people.

Confusing Explanations

As the INTP is not using their auxiliary Extraverted Intuition to ground them the INTP is unable to make their thoughts tangible and may have a difficult time explaining themselves. The INTP may have a hard time seeing the bigger picture and using their intuition in a balanced fashion. Extraverted Intuition helps the INTP relate their thoughts to the open world around them. When the INTP can relate again to their environment they will feel more settled within themselves as they will be less withdrawn.

Solutions

There is a solution to every problem. The INTP needs not worry as their unhealthy behaviour can be fixed by following a few steps. The INTP needs to first learn to try to step out of their minds and look at the world around them. When they start focusing on the physical aspects of their lives they will begin to be able to focus on what is real. The INTP needs to then relate their thoughts back to what they are seeing.
Once the INTP is in the habit of being more aware of their surrounds they should then make the effort to leave the house more. Perhaps to go out for a walk. They will see around themselves the world and how everything is mingling and interacting with each other. The INTP starts to grasp the bigger picture of world around them.

Everything is Connected

When the INTP has successfully started thinking of the world around them and the connections and interactions they should start applying this to their thoughts. They will soon quickly feel less and less drawn into themselves and starting to intuit the world around them without having to be physically seeing it. The INTP will begin to feel more comfortable with other people and will start to understand more about how they think and feel.

As the INTP’s potential self is revealed day by day they will begin to see that positive changes will start happening.
